Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) Highlights  
 

o FERPA protects a student's educational record, regardless of how the record is maintained 
and who maintains it. An educational record consists of paper as well as electronic data. 
Besides grades, it typically includes test scores, comments, evaluations and similar 
assessments about a student, maintained by an instructor, counselor or any other school 
official.  
o FERPA prohibits any person connected with the institution--including administrators and 
faculty--from improperly disclosing student information.  
o At institutions of higher education, students may authorize the release of their 
educational records--but only the student has the exclusive right to decide whether or not to 
authorize the release.  
o This means that, in most cases, even a student's parent may not demand the release of 
the student's educational record.  
o Moreover, students' access to their own educational records--as well as the right to limit 
disclosure of those records--continues even after they graduate or otherwise leave the 
institution.
