 Infringing on the rights of others. 

 Driving a personal vehicle. (Without special permission) 

 Leaving the activity without permission. 

 Other behaviors that reflect poorly on Mesa Community College. 

 Any behavior that violates the student code of conduct as stated in the MCC Student Handbook.
