Tips and Recommendations for


Visiting Places of Worship 





IMPORTANT NOTE:   Please call the place of worship before you go!





Introduce yourself as a MCC student who will be visiting the worship service as a class assignment.  Explain that the purpose of this assignment is to see the many ways in which people express their devotion through worship.  You may or may not wish to announce your own religious background or tradition. 





Request the time of the service and ask about any dress restrictions.  Informal attire (not too informal) may be appropriate is some places; others may require more formal attire (suit and tie, long skirt).  Figure on business casual.  Above all, dress MODESTLY – no jeans, no tube tops, no spaghetti straps – and dress RESPECTFULLY.  





Mention that you wish to participate in the service as much as you are able, but that you understand that in every religious tradition there are certain things that only members of that religious community are allowed to do.  Ask if there are any practices in which it would be inappropriate for you to participate in as a visitor/non-member.  Please be culturally sensitive to the needs of the worshipers – this is, after all, their place of worship, a holy place that brings them comfort and strength. 





Ask if there may be someone available at the service that you may meet before the service and sit with during the service who might answer any questions you may have or explain those things with which you may be unfamiliar.  





In some places of worship, there is a time of fellowship after the worship service in which the community meets for refreshments.  Please avail yourself of this opportunity.  In many traditions, this time of fellowship is just as vital to the sense of community as the worship service itself.  It may also give you the opportunity to ask worshipers what they consider to be important elements of their worship.





Make sure you arrive at the worship ON TIME, IF NOT BEFORE.  Coming late, even by a few minutes, is greatly disrespectful in some traditions.  If you are running late, then do NOT go to the service.  Plan ahead and give yourself plenty of time.





UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES, TAKE NOTES DURING THE SERVICE.  In some traditions, such note-taking is greatly disrespectful and writing is against the Sabbath laws in Judaism. 





BE POLITE.  You will be representing Mesa Community College.  Please act appropriately, respectfully, and sensitive to the needs of the worshipers around you.  Your actions will determine whether or not other REL 243 students will be welcomed.
